The approach

The event was conducted on 2 separate days. The first day was for school children and

teachers of primary and upper primary grades. The second day was for students and
teachers of the high school.

The workshop activities for primary children included:

As warm-up, a ball made of approximately 2m in length of thread had been prepared and
circulated among the students. As the thread unfolded, each student spoke about issues related
to MSW faced by them and present a solution to it.

Drawing and painting competitions were held. Participants were asked to repeat the
Five students with the best paintings were exercises when they go back to their
chosen for playing the Snake and Ladder game. schools to their classmates.
